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On 11/15/11 at approximately 12:10 a.m. officers with Winchester Police Department 
responded to Burger King located at 2150 Valley Avenue in regards to robbery 
investigation.  Officers spoke with employees at the business who advised a black male 
had stolen money from the business.  According to witnesses interviewed at the scene, 
the suspect approached an employee in the office area and stole money from business.  
The suspect assaulted the employee prior to stealing the money by shoving the 
employee.  The suspect ran from the business on foot with an undisclosed amount of 
money and was last seen in the area of drive thru at Burger King.  The employee was 
not injured during the incident.  
 
The suspect is described as a black male, between 20 to 25 years old. He was wearing 
a gray sweatshirt and had a black beanie cap on.  No further description is available at 
this time.
